June is a month where we can expect some of the dri-
est weather of the year. High temperatures and low 
relative humidity make for rapid drying. Always re-
member that humidity is "relative". Warm air can 
hold much, much more water vapor than cool air 
hence as temperatures rise in late Spring the drying 
effect increases exponentially for any given "relative 
humidity". In June, because of the lack of cloud 
cover, temperatures rise rapidly in late morning and 
can reach the upper eighties or even triple digits by 
mid afternoon. These, then, are the hours of crispy 
dryness during June and the summer months. June 
mornings are a delight, and the wise orchidist rises 
early to enjoy them and to finish his chores before the 
heat sets in.  
 
New growths on sympodial orchids are continuing 
and by maintaining the careful watering practices of 
May (i.e. drenching them thoroughly with repeated 
applications of water to saturate their roots and pot-
ting media, then allowing them to dry to nearly ‘hard’ 
dry) we can launch them into the summer in vigorous 
growth. Watering of vandas in empty baskets can be 
moved to late morning to help them get over the 
stress of the mid-day temperature spike. If they still 
seem stressed, an occasional mid afternoon drenching 
will perk them up as long as they are dry by nightfall.  
 
With the increased watering, heat and light we do not 
want to put our orchids on too lean a diet. Fertilize 
with your favorite balanced product (20-20-20) or 
other formula.   Follow the dilution rates on the pack-
age.  On the other hand, salts from the fertilizers we 
use tend to accumulate over time, so take the opportu-
nity during heavy watering to flush them out of the 
media and sides of our pots. 

 
June is a great month for re-potting. With cattleyas, 
dendrobiums and other sympodials, some of us may 
already have finished this task, but the majority of us 
are faced with the dilemma of doing the potting 
NOW or waiting until next year with the pseudobulbs 
of our plants overhanging their pots proclaiming to 
the world our neglect!  The one instance in which this 
dilemma must be resolved in favor of the plant is 
when the media has broken down in the pot, encour-
aging root rot to become stem rot and beyond. When 
repotting, one can, of course, choose a more durable 
media; rock, red wood chips or a varied mixture 
rather than the original.  However, choosing a more 
durable media may mean modifying one’s watering 
schedule to accommodate the faster draining, quicker 
drying qualities of harder substances. Conversely, us-
ing sphagnum moss may mean watering less than 
with the previous material. In any event, pay attention 
to the water retention of the new media, especially in 
this hot weather. 
 
June is also great for re-setting vandaceous orchids 
whose baskets have deteriorated. Keikis (off-shoots) 
also can be most safely removed now. In both cases 
choose the most durable containers for the plants so 
they need not be disturbed for years. Teak or other 
hard wood baskets and clay pots last longest. Above 
all make amply sure that the plants are firmly fixed in 
their lodging. Vandaceous orchids, above all others, 
are intolerant of being loosely set. The very height of 
these plants act as a lever to keep them rocking unless 
we anchor them securely until their new roots affix 
themselves to the new containers. Tie them up, tie 
them down!

The Mother’s Day Sale & Show for 2003 was an 
unqualified success.

Our gross receipts were $41,134, which is the 
highest in recent memory, if not for all time.  This 
figure includes sales of plants by the Society, 
plant sales by members, and items such as raffle 
ticket and book sales.  The sales hall and sales 
table were bustling all three days, from open to 
close, and fortunately we had a cash register this 
year to eliminate the time-consuming task of 
manually calculating totals and sales tax.  So, the 
line to purchase plants was never too long. 
 
If the key to real estate success is ‘location, 
location, location’, then the key to our MDS 
success is ‘bloom, bloom, bloom’.  We had 
attractive and beautiful plants in peak bloom this 
year, and I am personally proud of the variety and 
quality of what we had to offer.  Although we had 
plants supplied from southern California, Florida, 
and local growers in the greater Bay Area, the 
largest source of plants and the greatest variety 
came from the Hawaiian Islands.   

 
Pauline Brault, who moved to the Hilo side of the 
Big Island about a year ago, was the driving force 
in the selection and purchase of the majority of 
our plants this year.  Pauline tirelessly drove to 
the many growers on the Big Island inquiring 
about plants in bud or bloom for purchase.  She 
personally discovered and urged us to buy hybrids 
that were not commonly found on the mainland, 
as well as selecting the most interesting and well-
grown species on our behalf.  Because of her 
efforts, we were able to offer something for sale to 
everyone:  beginning hobbyists, advanced 
growers, and the general public looking for an 
attractive plant for Mom.  And her effort paid off, 
bigtime. 
 
The net from our show was approximately 
$17,673.  This gives our society an enormous 
boost for the coming year and will be reflected in 
more out-of-area speakers, a well-stocked plant 
auction at the August meeting, and something 
special for our November banquet.  Thanks to 
everyone involved!
